During vaulting, a
lunger is in control of the horse’s speed and direction on a circle which frees the participant to
focus on their body and the movement of the horse. Moves are practiced extensively on the barrel
before moving to the horse. Our experienced instructors and horses are committed to providing you
with a safe, empowering, and enjoyable experience.

Most of the time, vaulting is done without a helmet, as it is believed to be safer. This is because
vaulting requires diverse movements, during which helmets tend to get in the way, obstruct vision,

and throw the vaulter off balance. Helmets can still be worn during a session at the participants or
parents request.

2. Rider agrees to assume ANY AND ALL RISKS INVOLVED IN OR ARISING FROM RIDER’S USE
OF OR PRESENCE UPON MANAGER’S PROPERTY AND FACILITIES including without limitation
but not limited to, the risks of death, bodily injury, property damage, falls, kicks, bites, collisions with
vehicles, horses or stationary objects, fire or explosion, the unavailability of emergency medical care, or the
negligence or deliberate act of another person.

3. Rider agrees to hold Manager and all of its successors, assigns, subsidiaries, franchisees, affiliates,
officers, directors, employees and agents completely harmless and not liable and release them from all
